Research
My research agenda focuses on understanding the ways that social policies affect abilities of minority and marginalized communities to support/care for families and children. I pursue this agenda through a program of community-engaged research projects, which address questions of interest to child welfare, social service and advocacy organizations. My mixed methods research projects emphasize the contextualization of research knowledge, prioritizing formal documentation of policy/socio-historical information and thorough descriptive analysis as a precursor to more complex statistical analysis. The goal is to produce contextualized research findings that can be easily utilized by partner organizations.  Accordingly research findings are disseminated through open- access platforms and direct presentation to stakeholders whenever possible.
